GUIDELINES FOR SUBMITTING ABSTRACTS
Submission of extended abstracts

Extended abstracts may derive from research projects, doctoral dissertations, master’s theses, specialization works, undergraduate dissertations, internships, research fellowships, teaching experiences, among others. Abstracts may be written in Spanish, Portuguese, or English. To submit an abstract, at least one of the authors must register in advance. Each registration allows the submission of up to two abstracts. The deadline for abstract submission is May 31, 2026.
Submissions are invited within the following Thematic Areas (AT):

AT1 – Agrometeorology / Biometeorology

AT2 – Micrometeorology / Biophysical Models

AT3 – Instrumentation / Observation Networks / Agroclimatic Services

AT4 – Remote Sensing / Geographic Information Systems

AT5 – Climate Variability / Climate Change / Adaptation, Mitigation and Resilience / Alternative 
           Energies

AT6 – Agroclimatic Adversities / Socio-environmental Risk and Vulnerability

AT7 – Teaching / Extension / Society

Abstracts must be prepared on A4-sized paper, with left and right margins of 2.2 cm, and top and bottom margins of 2.5 cm. The general font should be Times New Roman, 10-point size, single line spacing. Each abstract must include the official header and footer of the RALDA 2026 event. The content of the work should be adjusted to fit two pages without altering the margin settings or page size. Abstracts should preferably be prepared using the “Microsoft Word” word processor in “.docx” format. Files in “.pdf” format will not be accepted.
The file to be submitted must follow the format: ATX – Author’s Last Name (n), where X corresponds to the number of the Thematic Area to which the presentation is submitted. If the Scientific Committee suggests a change of Thematic Area, this will be duly communicated to the corresponding author. In cases where the author submits more than one paper to the same Thematic Area, the number of the work should be indicated in parentheses (n). 

Title: Clear and concise (it is recommended not to exceed 15 words) [TIMES NEW ROMAN, 12-POINT, BOLD, CAPITAL LETTERS; CENTERED]. Sections of the paper should include INTRODUCTION, MATERIALS AND METHODS, RESULTS AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, ACKNOWLEDGMENTS (optional), REFERENCES

The subtitles identifying each section must be written in Times New Roman, 11-point font, capital letters, bold, left-aligned, placed on a separate line from the text they introduce, and separated by a 10-point space from the preceding section.

The text within these sections must be written with justified alignment and without indentation, except for the first line of each section, which should have a 0.4 cm indent.

INTRODUCTION [TIMES NEW ROMAN 11 BOLD CAPITAL LETTERS; LEFT] 
[Times New Roman 10; justified; first-line indent 0.4 cm; left: 0, right: 0; single spacing].
Citations: Use the author–date format, indicating the authors’ names and the year if the number of authors does not exceed two, or the name of the first author followed by the Latin expression et al. if there are three or more authors.

Examples: (Author1 and Author2, 2010), (Author1 et al., 2010).

Reference List: References must be arranged in chronological order (not alphabetically), separated by semicolons (;). Use lowercase letters to distinguish works by the same author in the same year (Author1 et al., 2010a; Author1 et al., 2010b). Separate works by the same author in different years with commas (,).

Example: (Author1 et al., 2005, 2008).

The introduction must clearly state the objective of the work.

Tables
Tables will be numbered according to their order of appearance in the text (Arabic numerals). They will be self-explanatory.
